At the end of the Second World War, Japan was defeated, her economy
was in ruins. Until 1952, she was occupied by Allied troops, mostly American
for the first three years, the Americans aimed at making sure that Japan could
never start a war; she was forbidden from having armed forces and was given
a democratic constitution.
